HOW TO WRITE A SCIENCE BOOK REPORT

Your book report must include:

1. Title and Author

2. Summary of what the book explains.  This should be at least one paragraph in length explaining key information found in the book.

3. Twenty facts and the page number where they were found.

EXAMPLE:  There would be no life on our planet if ice didn’t melt.  Pg. 16
4. Which three facts (out of the 20) were the most important to you and why?

5. What benefit is this book to you and others.

6. Rating of book.  First, rate the book 1-10.  Next tell why the author did or didn’t do a good job.

EXAMPLE #1:  I rate this book a “9”.  It had easy to understand words and wonderful pictures.  It made me feel like a scientist.

EXAMPLE #2:  I rate this book a “2”.  The information on rocketry was out of date.  The words were difficult to understand.  The illustrations were OK, but obviously old.
There will be a book report due towards the end of each semester.

Mrs. Ahrendt will give the actual due date for each as it approaches.

The report must be typed.
You MUST read a different topic each quarter.  If you read a book about tigers, you may not read about any other animal for second semester.  The books may relate to any area of Science.
